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ORGANIZING A LEGISLATIVE ACTION TEAM IN YOUR LOCAL 
· Share information from your county LAT meeting with members in your own building.  
You can do this by:


· Giving a brief report at your local’s rep council meeting.  Ask your local president to put you on the agenda.
· Posting information on your faculty bulletin board.

· Stuffing relevant pieces in mailboxes (if permitted by your local association’s agreement).

· Write a summary of the meeting and share it by passing it out to members directly.

· Put the information in your faculty room with food or candy to entice people to read it.

· Find one or two people from each building in your local who will do what you are doing in your own building.
· If you have trouble finding people in other buildings, ask your local President for help in identifying members that might be interested in helping you.
